We have had a busy week in nursery. We have started to introduce the children to 

circle time and the skills needed for good listening and turn taking. Thank you for 

all the family photos you have sent in so far. We will be showing these at circle 

time and talking about them. We have also started to work with our older children 

on recognising and writing some of the letters of their name. We follow the school 

phonics scheme, Read Write Inc and we are introducing the children to this as they 

start to write their name. Later in the year we will be holding a phonics workshop 

so we can introduce Parents and Carers to the scheme. 

 

As a staff we are really pleased with how the children have settled this week. A 

few children have been unsettled on drop off. Anxiety on separation from a parent 

or carer is completely normal and once inside nursery everyone has settled to play 

quickly. We are introducing visual timetables to support everyone with the 

structure of the day. 

 

This week we have enjoyed the story Little Red Riding Hood. We have been 

thinking about our senses – sight, smell, taste and hearing. We have also been 

talking about who is in our family. Next week our story of the week is Dear Zoo and 

we will be thinking about our pets. Our word of the week is tall and in maths we will 

be focusing on the language of size, Our rhyme of the week is One Little Finger.
